MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

THE REGENTS OF THE UNIVERITY OF CALIFORNIA
ON REHALF OF I'TS RIVERSIDE CAMPUS, USA
AND
JAGANNATH UNIVERSITY, BANGLADESH

The Regents of the University of Califomnia, via its Riverside campus (UCR) and Jagannath
University, Bangladesh are linked by common academic interests and seek to develop
collaborations and exchanges in fields of shared interest and expertise.  The activities
underdaken pursuant to this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) are based on a spirit of
cooperation and reciprocity that is intended to be of mutual benefits to both partics.

1. Purpose
This Memerandum of Understanding, (MOU) serves as a written understanding of agreed
upon prnciples between the University of California, Riverside and Jagannath
University, Bangladesh, concerning a set of general academic objectives.

This is a non-binding agreement and is intended to clarify the nature and extent of the
complementary activities that might be underiaken for the mutual benefit of the two
partics. Each institution will be responsible for managing its own costs.

Commitments of specific institutional resourees, personnel, space, facilities, or any other
academic or intellectual activities may be contemplated hereunder but are beyond the

3. Responsibilities of the Partics

The two parties recognize that the implementation of any agreed upon activity will depend
upon the interests and expertise of the individuals involved and the availability of
financial resources, space and other resources. A\ccordingly, the implementation of any
exchange and cooperative program based on this MOU shall be separately ncgotiated and
determined in writing between the two institutions. It is further expected that both parties
will be compliant with all applicable State and federal laws and regulations and University
policies.

4. Duration and Option to Amend, Extend or Terminate

This MOU will become effective when signed by both partics. The agreement will
remain in effect for five years from the signature date, below, and may be renewed or
amended by mutual agreement of the parties. The parties agree to periodically review the
activities undertaken and the progress made and to consult concerning amendments,
renewal or termination of this MOU. Either party may terminate this MOU at any time
by providing writicn nofice of such tenmination to the other party.
